Preliminary ornithological assessment of possibility of the Tuzlivska wind farm construction at the site area  in Berezhany district of  Mykolayiv region, near the village Tuzla (2012)
Preliminary assessment of possibility of the wind farm construction at the site area in Berezhany district of Mykolayiv region is based on the analysis of cartographic material and observation data of the area made by the ornithologists, members of Ukrainian Society for the Protection of Birds of Mykolayiv region.

The results of the work allowed making the following conclusions.

1. The site area is located in the Black Sea steppe area of the South of Ukraine between Tuzlovski and Tiligulskiy estuaries, which are the places of large concentration of waterbirds. But the distance between the site area and the coastal area and estuaries is significant. Thanks to this possible negative impact on key habitats of birds in this area is absent.

2. Within the site area there is a migration corridor of secondary importance which is used by significantly less number of birds than the coastal areas. The small birds dominate among them. Therefore, the possible negative impact of the projected wind farm is foreseen to be insignificant and does not require any specialized leveling measures.

3. The site area is flat and does not contain any wetlands elements. This causes the existence of an impoverished bird complex here, which includes, via preliminary estimates, the representatives of the land birds.

4. The site area is covered mainly by the agricultural fields demarcated by the shelterbelts. These biotopes attract primarily anthropogenic birds of the open areas, the vast majority of which are common and numerous species.

5. On the site area there are daytime birds of prey which need protection. But, according to preliminary estimates, their number in selected area is low.

6. The problematic issue of the possible negative impact on birds is that there is the slight overlap of the site area and the hollow "Glybokiy Yar" which is a place of migratory birds concentration. The wind turbines in the sector can have a significant adverse effect on migratory birds.

7. In general, it is assumed that the projected site area is not critical for bird fauna and likely will not lead to the significant deterioration of the avifauna in the area provided that the wind turbines will be located at least 100 m far from the boundary of the hollow "Glybokiy Yar".
Conclusions and recommendations
Considering the above mentioned, the Ukrainian Society for the Protection of Birds considers possible establishment of the wind farm at the site area in Berezhany district of  Mykolayiv region, near the village Tuzla.

During the construction of the wind farms the condition of the wind turbines line establishment at a distance of at least 100 m far from the boundary of the hollow "Glybokiy Yar" should be met. 

It should be mentioned that these conclusions and recommendations are preliminary and cannot serve as a basis for works on the design and construction on the site area.

For more complete and accurate assessment of ornithological and chiropterofauna situation within the site area, forecasting of the impact of the wind station on birds and bats (the most vulnerable groups of the animals in this case) and development of detailed guidelines for precautionary measures concerning ornithological and chiropterofauna at the site area it is necessary to conduct biodiversity monitoring (birds and bats).

In the framework of the monitoring it is necessary to carry out the research during spring, autumn and winter migrations at the site of wind farm construction.
